Blending & Tinting
The WoodSong Il Spray Stain Base may be tinted with MLC colorants, Microtons, Dye Concentrates,

Transparent Pigments (up to 6.5 ounces per gallon) for special colors. Please Note: Gilsonite cannot be
used as tinter in this base.

Surface Preparation
Apply only to smooth sanded, new wood, or completely stripped old wood surfaces. All wood must be
free from dirt, oil, glues and other contaminants or penetration and adhesion will be affected.

Reduction
No reduction is required for spray application.

Application Procedure
All pigmented stains must be stirred thoroughly prior to use and frequently during use.

Spray: Spray guns should be operated at low pressure (35 Ibs. or less on atomizing pressure). Apply a
full wet coat on all surfaces.

Recoating
After a minimum of 30 minutes air dry, re-coat all stain with a selected finish system of lacquer sealer and
finish coat. If stain is used to touch up areas, these touch up spots should also be finished for protection.
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Equipment Cleanup

e Use lacquer thinner to clean up all equipment.
Dispose of dirty solvent and cleaning rags in a safe and approved manner.

e Dirty rags from stain wiping or cleaning should be stored in water filled, closed containers prior to
disposal.
